ESTABLISHING AN HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Allentown, County of
Monmouth, State of New Jersey, that Borough Code Section 2-49: “Historic Preservation
Commission” of Article IV: “Boards, Committees and Commission” of Chapter 2: “Administration”

of the Borough’s Revised General Ordinances is hereby amended as follows (stricken—text

indicates deletions, underlined text indicates additions):

ARTICLE IV: BOARDS, COMMITTEES AND COMMISSIONS

§2-49 HISTORIC PRESERVATION COMMISSION

§2-49.1 Establishment.
Under Borough Code Section 28-16, Fhere there is hereby—established an Historic

Preservation Review Commission for-the-protectionenhancementand-preservation-of districts;
sites;buildings-and-structures-ofhistorie-culturalorarchitectural value-of interestto implement

the historic preservation element of the Master Plan, to provide guidance to property owners in
achieving preservation of historic resources and to advance certain public purposes, which are
more fully set forth in Borough Code Section 28-16.1, within the Borough of Allentown.

§2-49.2 Purpese-Historic Preservation Commission Responsibilities.

The responsibilities of the Historic Preservation Commission are set forth in Borough Code
Section 28-16.3.




§2-49.3 Composition; Qualifications; Terms of Members;—Remeoval-and—\Vacancies;
Records-and-Meetings,

The composition, membership, rules, and operations of the Historic Preservation
Commission are governed by Borough Code Sections 28-16.4 and 28-16.5.




§2-49.4 Powersand-BDutiesMeetings of the Commission.

The scheduling and conduct of meetings by the Historic Preservation Commission are
governed by Borough Code Section 28-16.6.

agencies is governed by Borough Code Section 28

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All other provisions
Preservation Commission are set forth at length in Borough Code Section 28-16.
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BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by Mayor and Council that should any section, paragraph,

sentence, clause, or phase of this ordinance be declared unconstitutional or invalid for any
reason, the remaining portion of this ordinance shall not be affected thereby and shall remain in
full force and effect, and to that end the provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be
severable.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by Mayor and Council that all ordinances or parts of
ordinances inconsistent with this amending ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of their
inconsistencies only.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED by Mayor and Council that this ordinance shall be in full force

and take effect after final passage and publication according to law.
